This is one of six classes that are required for the certificate in Ancient Future Studies.

There are no prerequisites to take these non-credit classes. 
Course description:  This course does not require any previous knowledge in early church history, philosophy, liturgy, evangelism, or systematic theology. The only requirement is your desire to devote yourself to the learning process. This process is reading the text, completing the course workbook, reflecting upon what you have read and writing down your reflections and critical evaluation of the material.  The assignments are designed to help you master the material and reflect upon it.  The work for this course will take effort and time. However, it should not prove to be harsh or burdensome. If you devote 2-3 hours a month for this course you should be able to  finish within the time limit of nine months. 

Ancient  Future Faith 101 is in response to The Call to an Ancient Evangelical Future. One of the challenges in the Call was for the evangelical church to return to “the tradition that has been believed everywhere always and by all.” By returning to these traditions and being firmly rooted in the Biblical narrative the church can both meet the needs and respond to the issues of a postmodern world. 
This non-credit course is designed to have three main goals or objectives:
● Find points of contact with the early (ancient) church and today’s postmodern culture.

● Discover how the Ancient Church can speak to an holistic and integrated way of life 
● The learner will be able to define, identify or reflect upon the salient themes within Ancient Future Faith.
Assignments:

It is strongly that the learner read through the book (or sections) first before starting to fill out the course workbook.

Reading:
●  Read  Ancient Future Faith by Dr. Robert Webber 

Course Workbook:

●  Fill out the workbook. If you have a question or need some help email or call us. 

●  Fill out  the reading  and workbook assignment sheets for each section. 

Reflection Papers

●  Ancient Future Faith is divided into six major sections. Write a one to two page reflection paper on each of the six major sections. These papers will consist of two sections. First, will be your reflections on what you have read. Second, will be   what you can use from the reading that could shape or influence your life, ministry or church.  

●  After the reading the book and  completing the workbook submit a three-five page reflection paper on the material and your experience interacting with the book. 
All assignments are to be submitted in either Word, Works or Word Perfect via email. (aefcall@seminary.edu). 

● Since this is a self-paced class you will need to exercise wisdom in your class work load. Do not try to read the book and respond to discussion questions one week before your time limit of nine months is about to expire. Nine months is more than ample time to complete this class. But time flies, so set aside time each week to read and respond to the assignments.
